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JURIS DOCTOR

The Juris Doctor program provides the preparation necessary to
obtain a professional law degree. This title allows you to take the
bar exams required to obtain a license to practice law.
Furthermore, the program prepares you in different areas of law,
such as legal, corporative, academic, and business, among others.  
The School of Law also offers the opportunity to obtain a joint
Juris Doctor with Master’s Degree from other colleges at the Río
Piedras Campus and the Ciencias Médicas Campus.. 
In order to obtain the Juris Doctor degree, you must approve a
minimum of 92 credits with an academic index greater than 2.00
and meet the other requirements and academic regulations of the
School of Law. Among the required courses, you must approve 6
credits in the Legal Aid Clinic course. 
The School of Law is the only one in Puerto Rico accredited by the
American Bar Association (ABA) sine 1945, and by the Association
of American Law Schools (AALS) since 1948. The School also has
the biggest clinical and pro-bono program out of all the other
schools members of both organizations. 

The School of Law manages their own admission process. In order
to access their application for admission and more information on
the admission process to the Juris Doctor program and the Master
of Laws (LL.M.), please visit:

The Master of Architecture (MArch) has a multidisciplinary approach
and addresses current topics in the discipline. The Program leads to a
professional degree through two academic routes—depending on the
bachelor’s degree completed by the applicant student.

Route 1.5 (37 credits): for applicants with a degree related to
architecture.

Route 3.5 (106 credits): for applicants with a degree in a discipline
not related to architecture.

Once completed any of the academic routes, you will be able to start
the process for the Architect Registration Examination.

There is also the opportunity to obtain a joint Master of Architecture
degree with other Graduate Programs on Campus (see page 39).

PROJECT MANAGEMENT

The Master in Project Management, which consists of 34 credits, is a
designed to be offered in twelve-week periods, thus allowing the
student to finish the degree in a year. It is a fully on-line program with a
with a creation component: the creation of a project plan at the end of
the degree to put into practice the acquired knowledge, or a research
work of a particular topic in project management. The aim of the
program is to form professionals with knowledge to lead complex
projects, integrating the requirements and demands of the global
standard of the Project Management Institute (PMI).

 The Master of Science in Nutrition and Dietetics with a Supervised Experiential Learning (MSND-SEL) is
a combined online and in-person program that integrates the Master’s degree in Science with the
1,000 supervised experiential learning hours (SEL) required to be eligible to take the national
Registered Dietitian Nutritionist and local licensing exams. It consists of 280 hours of alternate
experiential learning integrated to the required online courses (37 credits) and 720 hours of
supervised experiential learning (8 credits) that must be completed in practice sites.
 The Accreditation Council for Education in Nutrition and Dietetics Board (ACEND) granted
accreditation for four years. It is the first and only program in Puerto Rico to meet the Accreditation
Standards for Future Education Model Graduate Programs in Nutrition and Dietetics, with a
competency-based curriculum that integrates didactic courses with the SEL. The program received
ACEND approval to be part of the fifth cohort of national demonstration programs.

The Master’s in Sociology offers a theoretical and research training on
sociocultural processes, especially ones concerning Puerto Rico and
its regional, hemispheric, and global context. Our students receive an
academic preparation in social theories, research, and ways to
contribute to the social action.

The Program is unique in Puerto Rico, and offers a Master of Arts with
a major in Sociology (29 credits) which is designed to be completed in
two years but it is possible to get an extension for an additional year.
The core courses provide a general foundation in theory, methodology,
and research techniques. Students are at liberty to develop their own
interests and design their own specializations through elective
courses, independent study, and the end of career project. The
culmination of the program is the master’s project which consists of an
annotated bibliography, a brief proposal, and a thesis defined as a
publishable article in an refereed academic journal.

The Graduate School of Rehabilitation Counseling is the first graduate program in Puerto Rico and the
Caribbean with the mission of training qualified professionals in the field of rehabilitation counseling
with the knowledge, skills, sensibility, and ethical behavior necessary to enable people with disabilities
to develop their abilities and integrate into society.

Both the master’s and the doctoral program are unique in their specialties within the UPR System. Our
master’s program started in 1972 and has been accredited since 1980. Meanwhile, the doctoral
program started in August 2023 and it is the only one in the specialty in Puerto Rico and the
Caribbean. The master’s program is accredited by the Council for Accreditation of Counseling and
Other Related Educational Programs (CACREP)—its last reaccreditation cycle was in 2023, when it
received the maximum accreditation period of 8 years (2023-2031).

APPLIED LINGUISTICS

The Post-Bachelor's Online Certificate in Spanish Applied
Linguistics (CLAE, for its Spanish abbreviation) focuses on issues
specifically related to Spanish as it is used in various contexts of
everyday life, including language acquisition, language teaching,
language proficiency assessment, discourse analysis, and language
policy and planning. It consists of 15 credits (5 graduate level
courses), to be completed remotely and asynchronously, over three
consecutive semesters (one and a half years). CLAE courses include
components focused on theoretical linguistics, which serve as a
foundation for other components covering applied aspects, such as
language acquisition, learning, and teaching, and the relationship
between language use and cognition, culture, and identity. The
natural use of Spanish will be discussed, taking into account the
phenomena that give rise to different linguistic varieties and
subvarieties, such as speakers, interlocutors, and contexts of
language use. Furthermore, the courses provide opportunities to
research and analyze the linguistic characteristics of the Spanish
language and understand how this knowledge can be applied in
various areas of work. The Certificate is aimed at anyone interested
in learning about the structure and functioning of Spanish; it can be
useful for people whose work is related in some way to the use of
language, such as teachers, language teachers, translators and
interpreters, editors and proofreaders, speech pathologists,
psychologists, journalists, lexicographers, lawyers, among others.

The Professional Certificate in Interpretation Studies (CPEI, for its
Spanish acronym) (Spanish/English) prepares students to excel in
the field, including the areas of medical interpretation, court
interpretation, community interpretation, and conference
interpretation. The CPEI curriculum consists of 15 graduate
credits and five (5) courses. The certificate takes an international
perspective, as the challenges and opportunities of the profession
vary according to interpretive contexts. As an online and
asynchronous program, the CPEI facilitates the development of
memory and multitasking skills, sight translation (or sight
interpreting), consecutive and simultaneous interpreting—
essential tools for the profession and for taking certification
exams. The curriculum positions the professional as an active
participant in their interpretive and community context. The
teaching methodology incorporates critical analysis, collaborative
projects, research assignments, interpersonal skills, and the
history of interpreting, which provide the framework for practical
and ethical decision-making in daily work. CPEI faculty members
are certified orifessional interpreters with extensive experience and
have all completed doctoral (or graduate) studies in the academic
field of interpretation and are actively engaged in research in this
area. The CPEI curriculum is completed in a year and a half. Each
cohort consists of 20 students.
